You may have seen our camp dates for 2008 posted earlier this summer. 
Please note these dates have changed.

Short Term:

May 28-June 3





First Term:

June 6-July 5





Second Term:
July 11-August 9
Let me elaborate on how our dates are selected. We take pride in offering our traditional programs in a full one month, 30-day format, an experience unlike many other camps where the term is just 26 or 27 days. In addition, we strive for our short term, seven-day session to provide an introductory experience ideal for younger campers eager to join the longer term Waldemar family. 

Recent Texas legislation has mandated uniform start dates for our public school systems pushing many end dates later into our summers. Unfortunately, many out-of-state schools are not following the same pattern. Thus we are challenged with a very short summer in which to fit our two traditional four-week terms as well as our one week term. After thorough review of the end dates of school districts attended by our girls at Short Term on the front end of summer and the start dates of school districts attended by our girls at Second Term on the back end, we felt the one week earlier shift to be a prudent decision. 
We realize the dates may cause difficult decisions for families, particularly those with campers attending Short Term who don’t get out of school until May 30 or later. Our hope is that since those girls affected on the front end of the summer are in younger grades, families will find it easier to take their children out of school for a day or two at the end of the year to attend camp. This will then allow older girls attending camp at the end of the summer to still take part in school athletics and be home in time to start school, many on the following Monday. 
I hope I’m alerting you of the change far enough in advance to enable you and your family to make your summer plans accordingly. I also hope in future summers, schools will vary their start and end dates less enabling us to stay more consistent with our dates without sacrificing our traditional programming.
