Summer is fast approaching and we are getting ready for another fun filled, but healthy camp session.

I wanted to take the time to mention some helpful hints when getting ready for camp.  We will continue to provide over the counter medications to your daughter.  Many items such as Tylenol, Advil, Benadryl, and first aid supplies are supplied at no additional cost.  However, if you have prescription medication, please remember to send all prescriptions in original containers, with enough doses for the entire term.  You may send vitamins, but the meals provided are very nutritious and provide the right amount of vitamins and minerals.  

If your daughter needs allergy shots, we are not able to  administer the injection at camp.  Your daughter will have a scheduled time once a week at the pediatrician’s office for allergy injections.  This is a minimal charge per week.  There is too high a risk of an adverse reaction with these type injections.  I appreciate your understanding regarding this matter.

If your daughter has had a change in her health care needs, feel free to notify the camp office and leave a call back number, and I will be happy to discuss your child’s particular needs and plan for a successful stay at camp.

Once again it is very important to completely fill out the healthcare forms and return them by the date listed.  Please provide a copy of your insurance cards (front and back) and do not forget to sign the authorization for treatment on the front of the form.
