Safety Issues for Horseback Riders

1. Please no bicycle helmets.  ASTM/SEI certified riding helmets only.  It would be a great help and safety to your daughter if you could adjust the helmets at home.  Sometimes the padding gets thrown away inadvertently and the helmets do not fit correctly when the girls arrive at camp.

2. Please no hiking boots.  The thick rubber soles can get wedged in the stirrups thus hindering your child’s ability to break free in case of an accident. You can find inexpensive boots at discount stores.  It is important that the boots fit and are not too big.  Western boots are fine for girls taking English riding.

3. First year horseback riders are recommended to take Western.  If they have a note from a riding instructor indicating that they can walk, trot and canter safely, they may receive special permission from Liz to take English. We find that after the girls have completed a summer of riding at camp, they are confident enough to ride in the slightly more advanced English classes.  There in no English riding during Short Term.
